This unit has a story and
activities. The activities come

 There is a 19 page social
story that has simple text
and photos.  This story is in
a PowerPoint and Google
Slide format so you can
edit the text if needed to
fit your own situation.



There is an 11 page booklet
using picture symbols that
students can take home. 



There is an activity where
students will identify the causes
and effects of telling the truth
or a lie. This is an errorless
activity.



There is an activity where
students decide what do to in
various situations.  It comes in 2
versions, with and without
pictures.



Students will complete a writing
prompt about the importance of
telling the truth.  This is an
errorless activity.



There are power cards students
can personalize and keep with
them with reminders about
telling the truth.  They come in 2
versions and 2 sizes.
