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Suggestions for Use

* | made this unit to go along with the book, Tigers af Twilight that you would
be reading it aloud to your class at a rate of about 1 chapter per day.

* Be sure to give each student their own copy of the story board (pg. 5) to
use while reading and discussing the story.

* Benefits of reading out loud, even to classes made up of severely affected
students:

* Teaches students to sit quietly even when there isn’t something for them
to do. This is such an important life skill. We all have to spend time
sitting and listening to someone we are not that interested in at some
point.

» Parents will LOVE you. Not only will they be excited their child is being
exposed to age appropriate material, but you are teaching them how to
sit quietly, which will hopefully transfer to home as well.

* Even with your lowest level learners, you will have 1 or 2 that will truly
enjoy the story.

* It can be a calming experience to sit and listen to the teacher read in a
methodical way.
